
THE RENOVATION PROJECT: The Delaware Branch Library renovation project began in Fall 

2008 and as of June 2009, work on the 11,000-square-foot library is about 65 percent complete.   

 

CURRENT AND COMPLETED WORK: While much of the exterior of the building looks the same, 

a new roof and windows have been installed. The interior has been completely gutted and is 

being transformed into an open, modern library. Walls defining the childrenõs, teens, and 

adult spaces, as well as meeting rooms, are in place. A large community meeting room was 

created in the front of the building with a view of Delaware Avenue. Three smaller study 

rooms line the interior core of the first floor. Skylights in the vaulted ceiling let an abundance 

of natural light into the open, airy, loft-like main floor. The second floor is being completed 

gutted and rebuilt too, and will contain staff offices.   

 

UPCOMING WORK AND OPENING: Work will continue until the projected construction com-

pletion date of October 2009. The furniture, shelving, collection, computers, and other technol-

ogy will be moved into the building over the course of the following two months. The Dela-

ware Branch Library is currently scheduled to open in December 2009.
