
THE RENOVATION PROJECT: The Pine Hills Branch Library renovation project began in Fall 

2008 and as of June 2009, work on the two-story, 19,000-square-foot building is about 70 per-

cent complete.   
 

CURRENT AND COMPLETED WORK: This branch site is making an impressive transformation 

from a single floor to a much larger two-story library for the neighborhood. The newly-created 

grand staircase is a focal point from every direction, and is bathed in sunlight from the light 

monitor that was cut into the existing roof. New meeting rooms have been built, as well as an 

open floor plan with distinct areas on both levels to accommodate the collections, reading 

nooks, and computing areas. Glass-panel windows have been installed to define the lobby area, 

some of the walls have already been painted, and cabinetry is going into the various library 

staff work areas. Wall and floor tiles, along with sinks and commodes, have been installed in 

the bathrooms. Electricians are working on the lighting, and heating and cooling technicians 

are installing brand new, energy-efficient units on the roof. 
 

UPCOMING WORK AND OPENING: Work will continue until the projected construction com-

pletion date of September 2009. The furniture, shelving, collection, computers, and other tech-

nology will be moved into the building over the course of the following two months. The Pine 

Hills Branch Library is currently scheduled to open in November 2009.
